· Ai Kim Wong, from Malaysia who has fought chronic joint pain and is now making a full recovery after an operation to remove a tumour; 
· Laura Nyogeri, from PwC in Bristol, who is making a success of her career in spite of being blind in one eye, dyslexic and suffering from Crohn’s disease and 
· Rachel Wraith, who despite having severe difficulties arising from Crohn’s disease managed to pass all her professional stage exams first time round.
