INSTITUTE SUPPORT

Institute support to help the Society achieve its objectives is provided by Chris Manners (Regional Director), Vicky D’Arcy from May to October 2010 (Regional Executive maternity cover), Alexia Bahadur from November 2010 to present day (Regional Executive), Sonia Kenson (Regional Media Relations Manager) and Gillian North (Regional Co-ordinator).
ACTIVITIES DURING 2010
Although we are a small society in terms of the number of members, the Committee runs a full and varied programme.  Excluding committee meetings, some 33 events were staged by the Society for the benefit of members during 2010; including update lectures, professionals’ lunches (with external speakers), practitioner discussion groups and annual dinners.
In addition, working in conjunction with our local colleagues from the ACCA, CIMA, CIOT, CIPFA and ATT to publish a Humber Area Joint Professional Institutes’ Events Programme, members had the opportunity to attend a further 20 events. This successful local collaboration continues into 2011, its sixth year.
The Society continues to issue to members the twice-yearly society newsletter, “District News”. 
Recognising the importance of trainees to the future of our profession, we also lend support to the activities of the local Chartered Accountants Students Society, including its annual dinner and Young Chartered Accountant of the Year Award.
 In 2010 we continued with the initiative which saw members from practice, training and industry giving a talk to the accountancy undergraduates at the University of Hull, drawing attention to the range of career opportunities open to ICAEW trainees. We also supported a new Institute initiative, the BASE business game for sixth formers, at Hull University with several students and members from training, practice and industry helping with the mentoring and judging of this game.  
In October 2010 we held a Special General Meeting to approve a new and revised set of rules for our Society. These have now been approved by the Institute and are in force for 2011. 
MEMBERSHIP

Membership numbers have remained reasonably constant throughout the year at just over 1,050. The number of students under training contracts with firms in our area has increased to the range of 55 – 60 rather than 50 -55 as in 2009.
FINANCIAL OUTCOME

The accounts for 2010 show a loss for the year of £3,416 (2009 - surplus £333). Accumulated reserves now stand at £25,031.
